COURT ORDERED PAROLE REPORTING NOTICE

This Reporting Notice contains important information about Court Ordered Parole. You should read this carefully so that you understand your obligations.

The Judge or Magistrate has set your parole release date as the same day as your sentence.  You need to take careful note of the following:

· The court has decided that you should be subject to parole supervision by corrective services in the community for your sentence.

· You must report to the nominated Probation and Parole office and obtain a copy of the court ordered parole order between 9am and 5pm either on the day of your sentence or on the next business day. You must keep this order with you at all times.
· If you do not report within 1 business day you will have a warrant issued for your arrest and you will go to prison.
