SUPREME COURT OF QUEENSLAND

SUBSTITUTION IN COURT PROCEEDINGS OF QUEENSLAND
BUILDING AND CONSTRUCTION COMMISSION FOR

QUEENSLAND BUILDING SERVICES AUTHORITY

1. By force of the Queensland Building and Construction Commission Act 1991, as
amended, as at 1 December 2013 the Queensland Building Services Authority
established under the Queensland Building Services Act ceased to exist, and the
Queensland Building and Construction Commission was substituted for the Queensland
Building Services Authority in extant court proceedings.

2. The Queensland Building and Construction Commission is hereby relieved of any
obligation to amend, file and re-serve previously filed documents to record that
substitution.

3. All documents filed after 1 December 2013 in proceedings which, prior to 1 December
2013 involved the Queensland Building Services Authority, will refer to the
Queensland Building and Construction Commission in place of the Queensland
Building Services Authority.

4. It will not be necessary for the Registrar to place on the file for any such proceeding a
copy of this practice direction or other notification of the statutorily effected
substitution.
