The Court ordered that the offender should be sentenced to imprisonment for a period of 

The offender agreed to the making of an intensive correction order and agreed to comply with the order as made.

The Court therefore further ordered that the offender was to serve the sentence of imprisonment by way of intensive correction in the community and not in prison.

Whereas on  the offender was dealt with in the Magistrates Court at  for contravention of a requirement of the intensive correction order, the Court revoked the intensive correction order and dealt with the offender for the offence for which the intensive correction order was made as if the offender had just been convicted by it of the offence.
