must perform in a satisfactory way community service that an authorised corrective services officer directs during the period of the order; 
(f)
must, during the period of the order, if an authorised corrective services officer directs, reside at a community residential facility for periods (not longer than 7 days at a time) that the officer directs; 
(g)
must notify an authorised corrective services officer of every change of the offender’s place of residence or employment within 2 business days after the change happens; 
(h)
must not leave or stay out of Queensland without the permission of an authorised corrective services officer;

must comply with every reasonable direction of an authorised corrective services officer;
