1. You must file with the application a copy of the Banning Order currently in force.

2. You must attach to this application any supporting affidavits or other documents that you will be relying on.

3. If the applicant is the offender, a copy of the application must be given to the prosecuting authority at least 21 days before the day on which the application is heard. The prosecuting authority is the authority that prosecuted you when the banning order was made. This will be either the Director of Public Prosecutions or the Commissioner of the Police Service.
4. If the applicant is a prosecutor, a copy of the application must be given to the offender at least 21 days before the day on which the application is heard.

5. An offender cannot make an application to amend or revoke the order until at least 6 months after the order was made. 
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
